In business 
contexts it is generally used as a typology to gain 
insights into workplace interpersonal dynamics. In 
spirituality contexts it is more commonly presented as 
a path to higher states of being, essence, and 
enlightenment. Both contexts say it can aid in self 
awareness, self-understanding, and self-development.
